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ABSTRACT

“In order to understand where we are today, it is necessary to review the past” was the starting point
of the workshops that have been given with the purpose of providing theoretical tools (social
exclusion1, urban marginality2 and environmental degradation) to the comrades who are part of the
pre-cooperative CORESA (Community of Recoverers of Santiago del Estero). The main premise to
incorporate the workshop called “History of the Carton Movement” in the training cycle has been to
put in discussion and reflection among all members of CORESA the historical events that have
delineated the emergence of public policies that favor the movement, such as the one implemented
in recent years around the Inclusive Integrated Management of Urban Solid Waste.

The work methodology implemented has been the workshop, in which perceptions and interactions
among the actors that are part of CORESA have been identified. As a starting point, it was decided to
use the interactive tool (Mentimeter3) to find out what each of the participants understood by history.
Subsequently, theoretical concepts and key events in the history of Argentina (industrialization in the
1940s, neoliberalism in the 1990s and the crisis of 2001) were discussed. In a third moment, a phrase
or word that the participant considered relevant to what was worked on in the workshop was recorded
anonymously on a card (paper).

The following phrases stand out: “The struggle is collective” and “Union”. Recourse to memory, to
historical events that have marked the individual, has led to the formation of a collective construction,
which has triggered reflection on how and why recycling with social inclusion is sustained today in the
city of Santiago del Estero.
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RESUMEN

“Para comprender donde estamos hoy, es necesario revisar el pasado” con esta frase se ha dado inicio
a los talleres que se han dictado con el proposito de brindar herramientas tedricas (exclusion social1,
marginalidad urbana2 y degradacion ambiental) a los compaferos y companeras que forman parte de
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la pre-cooperativa CORESA (Comunidad de Recuperadores de Santiago del Estero). La premisa principal
para incorporar el taller denominado “Historia del Movimiento Cartonero” en el ciclo de formaciones
ha sido poner en discusion y reflexion entre todos los integrantes de CORESA los eventos historicos que
han delineado la aparicion de politicas publicas que favorecen al movimiento, como la implementada
en los ultimos anos en torno a la Gestion Integral Inclusiva de los Residuos Solidos Urbanos.

La metodologia de trabajo implementada ha sido el taller, en el cual se han identificado percepciones
e interacciones entre los actores que forman parte de CORESA. Como punto de partida, se ha resuelto
indagar con la herramienta interactiva (Mentimeter3) qué entiende por historia cada uno de los
asistentes. Posteriormente, se han puesto en discusion conceptos teoricos y eventos clave de la historia
de Argentina (industrializacion de los afos 40, neoliberalismo de los afos 90 y crisis del ano 2001). En
un tercer momento se ha registrado de forma anénima en una ficha (papel), una frase o palabra que
el participante considere relevante a lo trabajado en el taller.

Destacan las siguientes frases: “La lucha es colectiva” y “Unidon”. Recurrir a la memoria, a eventos
histdricos que han marcado en lo individual, ha dado lugar a la formacion de una construccion colectiva,
la cual ha desencadenado que se reflexione el como y por qué se sostiene hoy el reciclaje con inclusion
social en la ciudad Santiago del Estero.
